1) An attempt to install a wheelchair ramp for a homebound veteran was discussed. The delay in 

installing the wheelchair ramp is being hampered by a requirement for a FEMA construction 

permit because the veteran,s residence is on a floodplain and the FEMA permit is supposed to be 

used to study the effect the wheelchair ramp would have on the floodplain. The FEMA 

apparently will not waive the permit or the permit fee. 

2) The VAC Supervisor, Mike Iwanicki did some work on planning out the details on the VAC 

Volunteer Banquet. The banquet is still set up to be held at the Woodstock VFW #5040 venue 

however the banquet is rescheduled to occur in January,2011. Mike Iwanicki suggested that the 

banquet could be held at the same time the January VAC general meeting is to be held except 

that the VAC Inc. and the VAC general meetings be dispensed with. The delegation at this 

meeting were unaminously in favor of dispensing with the VAC Inc. meeting and the VAC 

general meeting in January in order to hold the banquet.
